 (Scholarship for Short-Term Study in Japan) (i.e. JASSO Scholarship)
*JASSO Scholarship is for the students who are nominated in the Student Exchange Program from the 2012. If a student has not been nominated in the program by the designated deadline, he/she CANNOT apply for the JASSO Scholarship.

Scholarship details are as of:

1. Monthly stipend: ¥80,000 per month
* From 2011, the relocation allowance upon arrival will NOT be provided.

Period of Scholarship:

It depends on the study period at Meiji.

1. Study Period: April, 2012-September, 2012 (one semester)

  Period of Scholarship: April, 2012-August, 2012 (up to 5months)

2. Study Period: April, 2012-March, 2013 (one academic year)

  Period of Scholarship: April, 2012-February, 2013 (up to 11months)
3. Study Period: September, 2012-March, 2013 (one semester)

  Period of Scholarship: September, 2012-February, 2013(up to 6 months)

4. Study Period: September, 2012-September, 2013 (one academic year)

  Period of Scholarship: September, 2012-July, 2013 (up to 11months)

*The period above may be shortened depending on the study period at Meiji.

*If you leave Japan for one month or more and cannot sign up your attendance at least once in a month, the scholarship in the month won’t be provided.
Application:

1. The authorized person of the applicant’s home institution is to fill out the attached form, “the Certificate of Enrollment” (Certificate_of_Enrollment.xls). 

2. Please send the original of the form above with other required documents by post.

* Please note that we cannot accept the application officially if the original of the form above cannot arrive by each deadline.

2012 Spring Admission Application Deadline:    November8, 2011
2012 Fall Admission Application Deadline:       March 1, 2012
*Expected date of completion/graduation should include the period of study in Japan. (Please fill out the expected date of completion/graduation at home institution later than the completion date of study period at Meiji University. )

The applicant must satisfy the following conditions:

-MUST hold the nationality of a country that has diplomatic relations with Japan, and registered at his/her home institution as a full-time student.

-MUST have obtained the distinguished academic record at his/her home institution.

(The academic record of the last academic year at home institution will be required.)

-MUST obtain “College Student” VISA of Japan.

-DOES NOT receive any other scholarships more than \80,000 per month for the purpose of their study in Japan.

-MUST NOT have received JASSO Scholarship in the past.
Notes:

-JASSO scholarship is on competitive basis. Please note that NOT all applicants can receive this scholarship.

-The authorized person of the applicant's home institution should fill out “the Certificate of Enrollment” (Certificate_of_Enrollment.xls).

-If the applicants receive any other scholarships for the purpose of their study in Japan and the amount of scholarships are more than \80,000, he/she CANNOT apply for the JASSO scholarship.

-The person who receives the JASSO scholarship has to follow some rules including ‘submitting STUDY REPORT when finishing his/her study period in Japan’ etc.
