Suva is the capital city of the Fiji Islands (population estimated at 175,000 including the
suburbs). Located on the south-eastern coast of the main island of Viti Levu, Suva is the
administrative and political centre of the country. It is one of the South Pacific's largest and
most sophisticated cities and home to many regional and international development
organizations, including UN agencies, embassies and high commissions, the Pacific Island
Form Secretariat etc.

Suva is a very multicultural city which is reflected by the different mosques, churches,
temples and cultural centres. There are many restaurants, bars, coffee shops, nightclubs and
even a large cinema complex where all the latest movies are shown. There is a wide variety
of local goods available from the Handicraft Markets where you can find beautiful local crafts
and wares. Internationally recognized brands can also be found at Tappoos and Prouds and
a selection of other smaller stores.

It was developed in the late 1800's and retains much of the character of the colonial period.
Its attractions include shopping, restaurants, nightclubs, markets, a recently renovated
museum, and the nearby islands. You can enjoy a walk around the central city area, which
will uncover numerous surprises. The Roman Catholic Cathedral is a Suva landmark and a
leisurely stroll down Victoria Parade (the main avenue) will take you past an array of
restaurants, clothing and bookstores as well as banks and airline offices.

Here you will see the blending of traditional, early 20th century South Pacific buildings
juxtaposed with modern high-rise structures. Towards the end of the Parade are the
Government Buildings, which open on to Albert Park and Thurston Gardens. A short bus or
cab ride south toward Suva Point will take you to the architecturally striking Parliament
Buildings. Suva has accommodation to suit business travellers’ families and backpackers.
