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Beginning of the semester starts off pretty easy, going over high school level

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Class contents are non-challenging and interesting, exams and
RARE 5 R A assignments are very straight forward and easy.

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Most exams are very attached to the textbook and presentations.
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Contents are extremly difficult, hard to gain from actual lectures, exams are
RAEEZHHIA attached to provided materials, but still are very hard.
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Class contents are very helpful and interesting for business students, exams and

BRIEEEHBEA quizzes are very attached to the presentation. Vital to take notes from lectures
since the slides skip a lot of detail that will be on tests.
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I personally had a great experience studying at UGA, took a lot of good classes and met a lot of nice
people. Basics quality of living at UGA, the dorm, human interactions, classes and the food(mostly the
meal plan), has all been better than decent. Classes I took were very practical while being somewhat
challenging, just to the point where the classes push me to excel but not stress me. I joined a lot of
clubs, inculding the fencing club, aviation club and Xchanged life, which is the exchange student club.
All the clubs I was in were very exchange student-friendly. Mingling with UGA students while enjoying
club activities was a great joy. I strongly recommend joining a club of your interest. At the beginning of
every semester, the school hold a club engagement fair, where clubs open boothes to attract new
members. I also have spent a good amount of time competing at the UGA intramural sports league. I
joined several soccer teams, which lead to meeting new people and gave me a great opportunity to get
some exercise in while releasing stress from studying. Meal plan at UGA is simply great. It’s a all you
can eat buffet system that has multiple dinning halls all around campus. Different dinning halls has
its own specialties, such as fresh made smoothies, handmade pizzas and so on. My personal favorite
was O'house. Not getting a meal plan and cooking for your own might be challenging as grocery stores
are not reachable on foot, and the dorms are not really suite for everyday cooking. Lastly, I want to
breifly explain about Xchanged life. All incoming exchange students are automatically a member of
this club and as a member you will be invited to all of the social events that are held by Xchanged life.
Exchanged students come from all over the world, a good mix of Europe, Asia and even a little of African
students visit UGA. That community will be a big part of your social life in the beginning of your
exchange program. I hope a joyful and safe journey to future incoming students from Meiji as I myself
had a great time at the University of Georgia.
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
