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On June 7, 2025, The Meiji International Symposium 2025 was held at Meiji University (Nakano Campus).
The theme of the symposium was ‘Approaches to discourse-pragmatic markers in English: Toward
combining theory with practice.” The five presenters including two invited speakers gave presentations
based on their own surveys. Twenty-eight participants attended the symposium, which enabled active and
constructive exchanges of views during the question and answer session.

The two invited speakers, Professor Long (Sun Yat-Sen University, China) and Professor Emerita Brinton
(University of British Columbia, Canada), gave lectures on their own research as well as on some recent
research trends in a succinct and comprehensible manner. The other presenters gave their own research talks
connected to the theme: ‘Toward combining theory with practice.” The symposium ended with a free-form
discussion on both theoretical and practical aspects with all the participants.
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
