1. OBJECTIVE

collaboration by inviting guest researchers, thereby contributing to the advancement of academic

research.

2. ELIGIBILITY OF THE HOST FACULTY

Assistant Professors, Non-tenured Professors, Non-tenured Associate Professors, Non-tenured

Assistant professors, Assistant Professors)

3. ELIGIBILITY OF INTERNATIONAL RESEARCHERS, STATUS

Eligibility

Guest Professor

Applicants must meet all of the following requirements:

(1) A full-time professor, or a full-time researcher with qualifications
equivalent to those of a university professor.

(2) Foreign researchers affiliated with universities, research institutes, or
similar organizations abroad.

*Including Japanese nationals who have spent over 10 years abroad
as researchers.

(3) A person who holds a master’s degree, or who is recognized by this
organization as having research abilities equivalent to or higher than
that level (including those recognized as researchers by public
institutions such as the Japan Society for the Promotion of Science).
(4) Receive funding from their home institution or an external
organization (self-funded visits not allowed).

Guest Scholar

Applicants must satisfy the requirements (2) through (4) listed under
“Guest Professor” above.

(Students seeking guidance on their doctoral dissertation or similar work
are excluded.)

4. INVITATION PERIOD

1 to 12 months (extensions possible up to 2 years including the initial period.)

2 If the invitation period changes after approval, a written explanation must be submitted.

2% To request an extension, submit a letter addressed to the President of Meiji University from

the researcher's home institution head and proof of funding for the extended period.
