BEOHE - FEEE

This course is aimed at beginners and false beginners many of whom will be taking an English class taught by
a native speaker for the first time. One important objective of the course is to enable students to segment the
speech stream into meaningful units so that they can utilize previously acquired recognition vocabulary,
knowledge of English word order and grammatical units. Another important objective of the course is to expose
students to and give them practice in using, vocabulary, structures, and functions needed for communicating
about daily affairs with sufficient speed and spontaneity to maintain a reasonable conversation.

This course is open to students who are taking spoken English for the first time or who have not yet reached
a level of proficiency sufficient for entry to English Intensive Course II. It is expected that most students in the
course will have completed six years of English at the secondary level and will be taking or have taken required
English classes in their designated faculties. Each class is limited to a maximum of 25 students. The course is
designed for practice and participation. Students are expected to attend all classes, prepare homework and other
assignments, and participate positively in class activities.
