Final Examination Rules for Students:

1.

Students should not sit next to another student, and should be seated directly behind the person in front of
them. If the seating is assigned, please follow the test proctor's instructions, and sit in the designated place.

Place your Student ID on the desk, so that the proctor can easily see it. Please remove the cover.

Students cannot take the examination without a Student ID. If you do not have your Student ID card, you
must issue a Temporary Student ID from the automated certificate-issuing machine before the examination
starts.

Items other than the Student ID card and writing utensils must be put in a bag, etc. during the exam. Pencil
cases cannot be left on the desk. If there are approved items by the instructor, check the items well in
advance.

Mobile phones, smartphones, tablets, wearable devices and other electronic devices must be turned off,
and put inside a bag. These devices cannot be used as a watch.

Students must ensure that their grade, class, number, and name are filled out on the answer sheet. Answer
sheets missing these items will not be marked.



7. The student taking the examination must hand in their answer sheets in person.

8. Answer sheets will not be reissued. Answer sheets cannot be taken outside of the venue.

9. Students who are over 20 minutes late cannot enter the venue and take the exam.

10. Students are not permitted to leave the venue for the first 30 minutes and the last 10 minutes during the
examination. (Students may leave the venue after 30 minutes have elapsed if they finish early, but not after
50 minutes have passed.)
*In some examinations, leaving the venue is not permitted.

11. Students who leave the venue must remain silent while in the hallways, until the end of the examination.

12. Students are not permitted to talk inside the venue. Furthermore, any act of dishonesty is strictly prohibited.
If a student performs misconduct, they will be suspended or expelled, according to the school regulations.
Please be aware that this will cause difficulties when advancing grades and when proceeding to higher
education.

13. Follow instructions of the test proctor inside the venue.

14. Students must read the "Rules for the examinations" in the School Catalog before taking the examination.

15. Examinations that will be held before the Examination Period will be held within the regular class.

Absence

Students who are absent from regular examinations for unavoidable reasons may apply to take a special
examination. Those who wish to take the special examination must submit an application via the "Application
Form for the Special Examination" on Oh-o! Meiji by the deadline, and submit documents that can prove the
reason for the absence.

If approved by the School, there may be a make-up examination on Wednesday February 19.

* Refer to “AY2024 Fall Semester Application Period for Requesting Make-up Examination” on the separate
sheet for the deadlines to submit the “Make-up Examination Request Form.” Please carefully note the date.
Late submission is not accepted.
