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What is zemi?

What is zemi? To be honest, I did not have the answer when I started to teach at this
School. In fact, I took a zemi class for only one semester when [ was a student myself.
At that time, we merely read a book of the teacher and presented a research only in
brief. I was at non-Japanese universities thereafter, and I had no zemi either as a student
or as a teacher. After all, zemi is very unique of Japan. When I came back to Japan to
teach at this School, I had no experience of zemi. Hence it was very difficult for me to
write a syllabus of zemi. [ remember that I asked my older colleague what I should do
for zemi, and that the answer was “You can do whatever you like” - [ was at a loss in the
end.

Long time has passed since then, and this is the 16th time of our zemi guidance. After
many trials and errors and various experiences, I have now concluded that it is best to do
whatever I like. I now believe that it is best for our teachers, as highly qualified experts
of their own fields, to do whatever they like, so that they can provide the best education
for the students.

However, you cannot get anything if you just wait “to be learned”. Zemi is composed
of'a small number of students, and that is beneficial to you not only because you are cared
more in class, but also because you have more chances to express what you are interested
and what you expect to learn. Of course, you have to prepare yourself for that.

Having said that, you have to remember that zemi acts as a group, and that is not an
individual lesson. That might be a restrict at times, but you may well gain valuable
experiences from cooperation and mutual development by various group-based activities.

I sincerely hope that many of you at this School will learn new things and meet many

new people with zemi, which help you develop even further.

2. 8% RZE / About the course

This seminar offers lectures, readings, and discussions on the topic of “Japan’s
contemporary foreign relations in the Indo-Pacific Region (the IPR),” while
reflecting on the history, policy foundations, and contentious aspects of Japan’s relations
with the region’s major nations.

During the two years in this seminar, students will prepare summaries, short reports, and
news analyses pertaining to the topics covered in class, in addition to participating in field
trips and attending public talks. At the end of the 4" year, students are expected to prepare
and present in class their final research project covering one of the controversial and/or
unresolved issues in Japan’s foreign relations in the IPR.

(1) $BEDHEDHFH / How the course is conducted
<Seminars A/B>

The “Seminar A” course will begin with an overview of Japan’s history of foreign
relations in the Asia-Pacific, providing students with the historical frameworks for
explaining and understanding various issues in Japan’s contemporary foreign policy. The
seminar lectures, discussions, and readings will focus on a variety of core topics, such as
Japan’s participation in major military conflicts of the 19™-early 20™ centuries; the Pacific
War (1937-1945) and its legacy in Japan and abroad. The “Seminar B” course will focus
more on war remembrance and reconciliation and other major issues in Japan’s relations
with the key nations in the IPR.

< Seminars C/D>

The “Seminar C” course will track key issues in Japan’s contemporary relations with the
key nations in the IPR, while paying special attention to the rise of China and the impact
of the declining influence of the US in regional and global affairs. In the “Seminar D”
course, students will study, conduct, and later present their individual research project
about the origins, the history of negotiations, the current state, and the prospects for the
settlement of the most contentious issues in Japan’s foreign relations in the IPR.

Film Studies: Theory and Practice

2. R3NP / About the course

This seminar offers lectures, movie viewings, discussions, and practical experience in
the field of Film Studies. The course will give students the opportunity to learn about film
techniques (camera, editing, etc.), become familiar with important movies and
filmmakers from around the world, and make their own short films.

During the year-long seminar, students will write and present analyses of films,
participate in field trips, and collaborate with classmates in making movies. The first
semester will focus on building knowledge of cinema theory and history; while in the
second semester, students will use this knowledge practically when writing, directing, and
editing their own short movies — the final project for the seminar.

(1) BEDHESHF / How the course is conducted
<Spring semester>

The semester will begin with an overview of some key films from Japan, the US,
and Europe. As well as examining filmmakers’ techniques and approaches, students
will learn about theoretical frameworks that can be used to study films critically; e.g.
historical, Marxist, feminist, or formal analysis. Then students will employ these
frameworks to analyse a film of their choice, before presenting their findings to the
group.
<Fall Semester >

The second half of the seminar will allow students to apply the techniques and theory
from the first semester in creating their own short films. Using readily available tools
and software, students will gain experience of writing, directing, and editing short films.
This will lead towards a final project when each student will make a film, then reflect

on the experience.

In place of a final thesis, students will each write, direct, and edit a 5- to 10-minute
film, then write a report on the process. [Students will be expected to cooperate with
classmates so that all members can complete their films (the ‘Cooperation’ score,
below).]

“Ecolinguistics: Analyzing the discourse of ecological issues in Japan and abroad”

2. PZFENZE / About the course

This seminar uses lectures, discussions and readings to explore the way that language affects our
worldviews about ecology and the natural world. The kinds of discourse to be explored include news media,
social media, videos, movies, animations, documentaries, literature, websites, corporate handbooks, and
magazines. A variety of discourse analytical tools will be introduced and analysis will focus on language,

image and sound.

For each analytical tool introduced, students will conduct and present their own discursive analysis on a
topic of their choosing, offering opportunities for students to learn from each other’s work. The final thesis
will be an article-length analysis using any of the analytical tools introduced during the academic year and, if

desired, it will be submitted for publication at an international journal.

The first semester will introduce the field of ecolinguistics and the first five analytical tools: Frame theory,
metaphor theory, appraisal patterns, identity construction and fact construction.
