Cancelation of
Scholarship

Scholarship award is canceled in any of the following cases;

(1) If the recipient’s resident status of “Student” changes to other status

(2) If the application documents are found to contain falsehoods

(3) If the recipient transfers to another university or leaves Meiji University

(4) If the recipient receives punishment such as suspension or expulsion by the university

(5) If the recipient’'s academic results are extremely poor

(6) If the recipient is deemed to be inappropriate for the scholarship award

(7) If the recipient does not complete Monthly Attendance Report for two months in a row although he or she is
currently residing in Japan.

(8) If the recipient takes a leave of absence from school or studies abroad

Scholar’s
Obligation

All recipients require to complete Monthly Attendance Report every month. The Monthly Attendance Report is a
procedure to verify enroliment of recipients, and it requires to the recipients to visit the International Student Office and
sign on the list kept in the office monthly during designated period. Once you are nominated for the scholarship, you
need to complete the Monthly Attendance Report in April and May. Signing periods for April and May are as follows.
Please note if you fail to sign within these periods your nomination for the scholarship will be cancelled.

Signing period for April: From Monday, April 22 to Friday, April 26

Signing period for May: early-May to mid-May (tentative)
Details of the Monthly Attendance Report will be informed to the students determined to be nominated later via
Oh-o! Meiji.
XIf the Monthly Attendance Report is completed during the specified period for each month, the scholarship will not
be paid for that month.

4. Handling of Personal Information

Meiji University will use the submitted personal information only for the purpose of scholarship related matters, including screening,
decision-making process, and related office work in compliance with Meiji University Educational Foundation Personal Information
Protection Policy and Personal Information Protection Law and Regulations.
